 Step 1: Obtain IEC Code
IEC (Import Export Code) is mandatory for any exporter.
Apply through the DGFT portal.

Check if your product’s HS Code is listed in the SAFTA Preferential Tariff Schedule.
Confirm that the importer’s country is part of the SAFTA agreement.
 Step 3: Prepare Required Documents
· Commercial Invoice
· Bill of Lading / Airway Bill
· Manufacturing Declaration
· Technical Specification Sheet
· Product Origin Evidence
Tip: Keep all documents scanned and ready for upload.
 Step 4: Submit Application
Apply through an authorized agency (DGFT, EIC, or designated Chamber of Commerce).
Attach required documents and fill out the prescribed form online/offline.
 Step 5: Document Verification
The issuing authority will verify your submission.
They may request clarification or additional documents.
 Step 6: Issuance of SAFTA Certificate
Upon successful review, a Certificate of Origin under SAFTA is issued.
This certificate is valid for the specific shipment or invoice.

Use this certificate at the customs of the importing SAFTA country to claim preferential tariff benefits.
 Additional Notes
· Issuing Authorities: DGFT, EIC, FIEO, Chambers of Commerce, etc.
· Typical Timeframe: 2–5 working days
· Per Shipment Requirement: A separate SAFTA certificate is required for each consignment.
